(c)
Singular also means plural.

	2. Source of Fund
	2.1
The Works shall be financed by the Public Body’s own budgetary allocation, unless otherwise stated in the BDS.

	3. Challenge and Appeal
	3.1
Unsatisfied bidders shall follow procedures prescribed in Regulations 48, 49 and 50 of the Public Procurement Regulations 2008 to challenge procurement proceedings and award of procurement contracts or to file application for review at the Independent Review Panel.
3.2
Addresses to forward Challenges or Application for Review are specified in the BDS. 

	4. Fraud and Corruption


	4.1 The Government of the Republic of Mauritius requires that bidders/suppliers/contractors, participating in procurement in Mauritius, observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement process and execution of contracts.  

4.2
Bidders, suppliers and public officials shall be aware of the provisions stated in sections 51 and 52 of the Public Procurement Act which can be consulted on the website of the Procurement Policy Office (PPO): ppo.govmu.org 

4.3
The Employer will reject a proposal for award if it determines that the Bidder recommended for award has, directly or through an agent, engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, coercive or obstructive practices in competing for the contract in question;


For the purposes of this Sub-Clause: 

(i)
“corrupt practice” is the offering, giving, receiving or soliciting, directly or indirectly, of anything of value to influence improperly the actions of another party;

(ii)
“fraudulent practice” is any act or omission, including a misrepresentation, that knowingly or recklessly misleads, or attempts to mislead, a party to obtain a financial or other benefit or to avoid an obligation;

(iii)
“collusive practice” is an arrangement between two or more parties designed to achieve an improper purpose, including to influence improperly the actions of another party;

(iv)
“coercive practice” is impairing or harming, or threatening to impair or harm, directly or indirectly, any party or the property of the party to influence improperly the actions of a party;

(v) “obstructive practice” is deliberately destroying, falsifying, altering or concealing of evidence material to the investigation or making false statements to investigators in order to materially impede an investigation into allegations of a corrupt, fraudulent, coercive or collusive practice; and/or threatening, harassing or intimidating any party to prevent it from disclosing its knowledge of matters relevant to the investigation or from pursuing the investigation
4.4      The Employer commits itself to take all measures necessary to prevent fraud and corruption and ensures that none of its staff, personally or through his/her close relatives or through a third party, will in connection with the bid for, or the execution of a contract, demand, take a promise for or accept, for him/herself or third person, any material or immaterial benefit which he/she is not legally entitled to.  If the Employer obtains information on the conduct of any of its employees which is a criminal offence under the relevant Anti-Corruption Laws of Mauritius or if there be a substantive suspicion in this regard, he will inform the relevant authority (ies)and in addition can initiate disciplinary actions. Furthermore, such bid shall be rejected.



	5.  Eligible Bidders


	(a) In accordance with CIDB Act 2008, Contractors currently operating in the construction industry have the statutory obligation to be registered with the Construction Industry Development Board (CIDB) accordingly.
 (b) Subject to paragraph (e), Foreign contractors as defined in the CIDB Act will have to apply for and obtain a Provisional Registration prior to bidding for this project. If the contract is awarded to the foreign contractor the latter shall have to apply for and obtain a Temporary Registration before starting the project.

(c) Contractors whether local or foreign under an existing or intended joint venture will be eligible as a joint venture if, in addition to their respective individual registration, they obtain a Provisional Registration for the joint venture prior to bidding for this project.  If an existing or intended joint venture is awarded the contract it shall have to apply for a Temporary Registration prior to starting the project. 
(d) Sub-contractors undertaking works for value Rs 500 000 or above are subject to registration as applicable to Contractors.
(e) Paragraph (b) shall not apply to Foreign contractors who have been carrying construction works in the construction industry during the 20 years preceding 01 March 2017; and where at least two-thirds, or such other percentage as may be prescribed, of the total number of its or his employees are as citizens of Mauritius. 

(f) A Foreign contractor referred to in paragraph (e) shall, for the purpose of registration, make an application with the CIDB and obtain a valid registration certificate prior to bidding for this project.
 (g) Bidders are strongly advised to consult the website of the CIDB cidb.govmu.org for further details concerning registration of contractors.      

(a) Subject to ITB 5.6, a Bidder, and all parties constituting  the Bidder, may have the nationality of any country except in the case of open national bidding where the bidding documents may limit participation to citizens of Mauritius or entities incorporated in Mauritius, if so qualified in the BDS.
(a) Bidder may be natural person, private entity, or government-owned entity or any combination of them in the form of a joint venture.
         (c) Bids submitted by a joint venture of two or more firms as partners shall comply with the following requirements, unless otherwise stated in the BDS:

(i)the Bid shall include all the information listed in ITB Sub-Clause 6.2 below for each joint venture partner;

(ii)
the Bid shall be signed so as to be legally binding on all partners;

(iii)
the Bid shall include a copy of the agreement entered into by the joint venture partners defining the division of assignments to each partner and establishing that all partners shall be jointly and severally liable for the execution of the Contract in accordance with the Contract terms; alternatively, a Letter of Intent to execute a joint venture agreement in the event of a successful bid shall be signed by all partners and submitted with the bid, together with a copy of the proposed agreement;

(iv)
one of the partners shall be nominated as being in charge, authorized to incur liabilities, and receive instructions for and on behalf of any and all partners of the joint venture; and

(v)
the execution of the entire Contract, including payment, shall be done exclusively with the partner in charge.

A Bidder shall not have a conflict of interest.  All Bidders found to have a conflict of interest shall be disqualified.  A Bidder may be considered to have a conflict of interest with one or more parties in this bidding process, if : 

(b) they have a controlling partner in common; or

(c) they receive or have received any direct or indirect subsidy from any of them; or

(d) they have the same legal representative for purposes of this bid; or

(e) they have a relationship with each other, directly or through common third parties, that puts them in a position to have access to information about or influence on the Bid of another Bidder, or influence the decisions of the Employer regarding this bidding process; or

(f) a Bidder participates in more than one bid in this bidding process. Participation by a Bidder in more than one Bid will result in the disqualification of all Bids in which the party is involved.  However, this does not limit the inclusion of the same subcontractor in more than one bid; or 

(g) a Bidder or any of its affiliates participated as a consultant in the preparation of the design or technical specifications of the contract that is  the subject of the Bid; or 

(h) a Bidder, or any of its affiliates has been hired (or is proposed to be hired) by the Employer as Engineer for the contract.

5.2 (a)A bidder that is under a declaration of ineligibility by the Government of Mauritius in accordance with applicable laws at the date of the deadline for bid submission and thereafter shall be disqualified

(b)Bids from contractors appearing on the ineligibility lists of African Development Bank, Asian Development Bank, European Bank for Reconstruction and Development, Inter-American Development Bank Group and World Bank Group shall be rejected.

5.3 Government-owned enterprises in the Republic of Mauritius shall be eligible only if they can establish that they are legally and financially autonomous and operate under commercial law, and that they are not a dependent agency of the Government.

	6. Qualifications of Bidders
	6.1  All bidders shall provide in Section III, a preliminary description of the proposed work method and schedule, including drawings and charts, as necessary. 
6.2 Bidders shall include the information and documents listed hereunder with their bids, unless otherwise stated in the BDS. If, after opening of bids, it is found that any document is missing, the Employer may request the submission of that document subject to clause 30. The non-submission of the documents by the Bidder within the prescribed period may lead to the rejection of its bid.
(a) valid registration certificate with the CIDB;

(b) copies of original documents defining the constitution or legal status, place of registration, and principal place of business of the Bidder; 

(c) major items of construction equipment proposed to carry out the Contract;
(d) qualifications and experience of key site personnel and technical personnel proposed for the contract;
(e) report on the financial standing of the Bidder for the last three years, such as certified copies of Financial Statements/Audited Accounts as filed at the Registrar of
Companies before the deadline set for submission of bids;
     (f) evidence of adequacy of cash-flow capital for this   Contract (access to line(s) of credit and availability of other financial resources);
    (g)  authority to seek references from the Bidder’s bankers;
(h)
information regarding any litigation, current or during the last five years, in which the Bidder was/is involved, the parties concerned, the issues involved, the disputed amounts, and awards; and
(i) proposals for subcontracting components of the Works amounting to more than 10 percent of the Contract Price. 

	
	6.3 To qualify for award of the Contract, bidders shall meet the following minimum qualifying criteria:

 (a)  duly registered with the CIDB under the grade that 
would allow him to perform the value of works for which he is 
submitting his bid
(b)
registered with the CIDB under the class(es) and field of specialisation specified in the BDS; 

(c)
proposals for the timely acquisition (own, lease, hire, etc.) of the essential equipment listed in the BDS;
(d) a Contract Manager/Supervisor with five years’ experience in works of an equivalent nature and volume, including no less than three years as Manager or as otherwise specified in the BDS; and
(e) liquid assets and/or credit facilities, net of other contractual commitments and exclusive of any advance payments which may be made under the Contract, of no less than the amount specified in the BDS.

Pending litigations against the Applicant or any partner of a Joint Venture may result in Disqualification.

	7.2 The Invitation for Bids issued by the Employer is not part of the Bidding Document.

	8. Clarification of Bidding Document 
	8.1 A prospective Bidder requiring any clarification of the Bidding Document shall contact the Employer in writing at the Employer’s address indicated in the BDS.
The Employer will respond in writing to any request for clarification, provided that such request is received 15 days prior to the deadline for submission of bids. 

Should the Employer deem it necessary to amend the Bidding Document as a result of a request for clarification, it shall do so following the procedure under ITB 10.

	9. Site visit/Pre-bid meeting
	9.1 Bidders, at the Bidders’ own responsibility and risk, are encouraged to visit and examine the Site of Works and its surroundings and obtain all information that may be necessary for preparing their Bids and entering into a contract for construction of the Works.  The costs of visiting the Site shall be at the Bidders’ own expense.


	
	9.2 The Bidder or its designated representative is invited to attend a pre-bid meeting, as provided for in the BDS. The purpose of the pre-bid meeting will be to clarify issues and to answer questions on any matter that may be raised at that stage.

Non-attendance at the pre-bid meeting will not be a cause for

disqualification of a bidder.

	
	

	10. Amendment of Bidding Document
	At any time prior to the deadline for submission of bids, the Employer may amend the Bidding Document by issuing addenda and extend the deadline for submission of bids, if needed. 

	C. Preparation of Bids

	11. Cost of Bidding
	The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its Bid, and the Employer shall in no case be responsible or liable for those costs irrespective of the outcome of the bidding process.

	12. Language of Bid
	The Bid, supporting documents as well as all correspondence relating to the bid exchanged by the Bidder and the Employer shall be in English Language. 

	13. Documents Comprising the Bid
	13.1 The Bid shall comprise the following:

(a) Bid submission Form (in the format indicated in Section III); 

(b) Qualification information and documentary evidence establishing the Bidder’s qualifications to perform the contract;

(c) Technical Proposal as per ITB 18.1;

(d) completed Bill of Quantities / Activity Schedule;

(e) Bid Security as per the format provided in section III or as a subscription to a Bid Securing Declaration in the Bid Submission Form; and
(f) any other material required to be completed and submitted by bidders, as specified in ITB and the BDS.

	14. Bid Submission Form and Schedules
	The Bid Submission Form, Schedules, and all documents listed under ITB 13.1 shall be prepared using the relevant forms, if so provided. 

	15. Alternative Proposal
	Alternative Technical Proposals and completion dates if allowed shall be indicated in Section V- Specifications. The evaluation methodologies for their consideration shall be given in Section IV.

	16. Bid Prices and Discounts
	The Contract shall be for the whole Works, as described in ITB Sub-Clause 1.1, based on the priced Activity Schedule/Bill of Quantities
 submitted by the Bidder.

	
	16.1 Bidders shall fill in rates and prices for all items of the Works described in the Bill of Quantities.
  Items for which no rate or price is entered by Bidders, shall not be paid for by the Public Body when executed and shall be deemed covered by the other rates and prices in the Bill of Quantities. Corrections, if any, shall be made by crossing out, initialing, dating and rewriting.

	
	16.2 All duties, taxes, and other levies payable by the Contractor under the Contract, or for any other cause, as of the date 14 days prior to the deadline for submission of bids, shall be included in the rates, prices, and total Bid price submitted by Bidders.


	
	16.3  The price to be quoted in the Bid Submission Form shall be the total price of bid after any discount offered.

The discount if any and the conditions of its application shall be indicated separately.

	17. Currencies of Bid and Payment
	17.1 The bid price and rates shall be in Mauritian Rupees and fixed for the duration of the contract unless otherwise specified in the BDS.
17.2 Unless otherwise specified in BDS interim payment for Plant and Material on site is applicable as per GCC 39.7.

	18. Documents Comprising the Technical Proposal
	18.1 The Bidder shall furnish a Technical Proposal including a statement of work methods, equipment, personnel, schedule and any other information as stipulated in the Bidder Qualification Form (section III), in sufficient details to demonstrate the adequacy of the Bidders’ proposal to meet the work requirements and the completion time.  

	19. Period of Validity of Bids
	Bids shall remain valid for a period of 90 days after the bid submission deadline prescribed by the Employer unless otherwise specified in the BDS. 

	
	In exceptional circumstances, prior to expiry of the original bid validity period, the Employer may request that the bidders extend the period of validity for a specified additional period. The request and the responses thereto shall be made in writing. 

	20. Bid Security/Bid Securing Declaration
	20.1 The Bidder shall furnish either a subscription to a Bid Securing Declaration or a Bid Security in its original form with its bid as part of its bid, if so required in the BDS.

20.2 Bid Security shall be in the form of a Bank Guarantee from a local commercial bank as per the format contained in section III and shall be valid for a period of 30 days beyond the validity period of the bid or beyond any period of extension.

	
	20.3  Any bid not accompanied by an enforceable and substantially compliant Bid Security or a subscription to a Bid Securing Declaration in the Bid Submission Form, if required in accordance with ITB 20.1, shall be rejected by the Employer as non-responsive.

	
	20.4 Bid Security shall be forfeited or the Bid Securing declaration exercised for non-compliance on the part of the Bidder for reasons mentioned in the Bid Security format contained in Section III or the Bid Suring Declaration contained as Appendix to the Bid Submission Form.

	21. Format and Signing of Bid
	21.1 The Bidder shall prepare one original of the documents comprising the bid as described in ITB 13.1 and clearly mark it “Original”. In addition, the Bidder shall submit two copies of the bid and clearly mark each of them “Copy.” In the event of any discrepancy between the original and the copies, the original shall prevail. 

21.2 The original and all copies of the bid shall be typed or written in indelible ink and shall be signed by a person duly authorized to sign on behalf of the Bidder.

	D. Submission and Opening of Bids

	22. Sealing and Marking of Bids
	22.1 Bidders may always submit their bids by mail or by hand. Procedures for submission, sealing and marking are as follows:

The rest of the procedure shall be in accordance with ITB sub-Clauses 22.2.

bear the specific identification of this bidding process indicated in accordance with ITB 1.1; and

(d)
bear a warning not to open before the time and date for bid opening.

	23. Deadline for Submission of Bids
	23.1 Bids shall be delivered to the Employer at the address and no later than the time and date specified in the BDS.

The Employer may, at its discretion, extend the deadline for the submission of bids by amending the Bidding Document in accordance with ITB 10.

	24. Late Bids
	24.1 Late bids shall not be considered. They will be returned unopened

	25. Withdrawal, Substitution, and Modification of Bids
	25.1 No bid may be withdrawn, substituted, or modified in the interval between the deadline for submission of bids and the expiration of the period of bid validity specified by the Bidder on the Bid submission Form or any extension thereof.  

	26. Bid Opening
	26.1 The Employer shall open the bids at the time place and address specified in the BDS in the presence of Bidders` designated representatives who choose to attend.  

	
	26.2  The bidders' names, the Bid Prices, the total amount of each bid, any discounts, any alternative bid, bid modifications and withdrawals, the presence or absence of bid security, and such other details as the Employer may consider appropriate, will be announced and recorded by the Employer at the opening.

	E. Evaluation and Comparison of Bids

	27. Confidentiality
	27.1 Information relating to the examination, evaluation, comparison, and post-qualification of bids and recommendation of contract award, shall not be disclosed to Bidders or any other person not officially concerned with such process. 

	
	27.2 Any attempt by a Bidder to influence the Employer in the evaluation of the bids or Contract award decisions may result in the rejection of its bid.  

	28. Clarification of Bids


	To assist in the examination, evaluation, and comparison of the bids, and qualification of the Bidders, the Employer may, at its discretion, ask any Bidder for a clarification of its bid. No change in the prices or substance of the bid shall be sought, offered, or permitted, except to confirm the correction of arithmetical errors discovered by the Employer in the evaluation of the bids, in accordance with ITB 31.



	29. Determination of Responsiveness 
	29.1 The Employer’s determination of a bid’s responsiveness is to be based on the contents of the bid itself, as defined in ITB13.

	
	29.2 A substantially responsive bid is one that meets the requirements of the Bidding Document without material deviation, reservation, or omission. 

	
	29.3 The Employer shall examine the technical aspects of the bid submitted in accordance with ITB 18, Technical Proposal, in particular, to confirm that all requirements of Section IV (Employer’s Requirements) have been met without any material deviation, reservation or omission.

	
	If a bid is not substantially responsive to the requirements of the Bidding Document, it shall be rejected by the Employer and may not subsequently be made responsive by correction of the material deviation, reservation, or omission.

	30. Nonconformities, Errors, and Omissions
	30.1
Provided that a bid is substantially responsive, the Employer may waive any non-material non-conformity in the bid, request that the Bidder submit the necessary information or documentation, to rectify nonmaterial nonconformities in the bid related to documentation requirements but not related to any aspect of the price of the bid; and shall rectify quantifiable nonmaterial nonconformities related to the Bid Price. 

	31. Correction of Arithmetical Errors
	Provided that the bid is substantially responsive, the Employer shall correct arithmetical errors on the following basis:

(a)
only for unit price contracts, if there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that is obtained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the total price shall be corrected, unless in the opinion of the Employer there is an obvious misplacement of the decimal point in the unit price, in which case the total price as quoted shall govern and the unit price shall be corrected;

(b)
if there is an error in a total corresponding to the addition or subtraction of subtotals, the subtotals shall prevail and the total shall be corrected; and

(c)
if there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words shall prevail, unless the amount expressed in words is related to an arithmetic error, in which case the amount in figures shall prevail subject to (a) and (b) above.

	32. Margin of Preference
	32.1  Unless otherwise specified in the BDS, Margin of preference shall not apply.         

	33. Evaluation of Bids
	33.1 The Employer shall use the criteria and methodology defined in this clause and no other evaluation criteria or methodologies shall be permitted.

	
	33.2 To evaluate a bid, the Employer shall consider the following:

(a)
the bid price, excluding Provisional Sums and the provision, if any, for contingencies in the Summary Bill of Quantities for admeasurement contracts or Schedule of Prices for lump sum contracts, but including Daywork items, where priced competitively; and

(b)
price adjustment for correction of arithmetic errors, discounts, non-conformities, due to the supplementary criteria as defined in Section IV,  and Margin of Preference, if applicable.

	
	33.3 If this Bidding Document allows Bidders to quote separate prices for different contracts, and to award multiple contracts to a single Bidder, the methodology to determine the lowest evaluated price of the contract combinations, including any discount offered in the Bid Submission Form, is specified in Section IV (Evaluation and Qualification Criteria).

	
	33.4 If the bid for an admeasurement contract, which results in the lowest Evaluated Bid Price, is seriously unbalanced, front loaded or substantially below updated estimates or if any item in the Priced Activity Schedule is front loaded or contains an erroneous amount in the opinion of the Employer, the Employer may after clarification require the Bidder to produce detailed price analysis for any or all items that the amount of the performance security be increased at the expense of the Bidder.

	34. Comparison of Bids
	34.1 The Employer shall compare all substantially responsive bids in accordance with ITB 33 to determine the lowest evaluated bid.

	35. Qualification of the Bidder
	35.1 The Employer shall determine to its satisfaction whether the Bidder that is selected as having submitted the lowest evaluated substantially responsive bid meets the qualifying criteria. 

	36. Employer’s Right to Accept Any Bid, and to Reject Any or All Bids
	36.1 The Employer reserves the right to accept or reject any bid, and to annul the bidding process and reject all bids at any time prior to contract award, without thereby incurring any liability to Bidders. 

	F. Award of Contract



	37. Award Criteria
	37.1 Subject to ITB 36.1, the Employer shall award the Contract to the Bidder whose offer has been determined to be the lowest evaluated bid and is substantially responsive to the Bidding Document, provided further that the Bidder is determined to be qualified to perform the Contract satisfactorily.  

	38. Notification of Award
	38.1  Prior to the expiration of the period of bid validity, the Employer shall, for contract amount above the prescribed threshold, notify the selected bidder of the proposed award and accordingly notify unsuccessful bidders. Subject to Challenge and Appeal the Employer shall notify the selected Bidder, in writing, by a Letter of Acceptance for award of contract. The Letter of Acceptance shall specify the sum that the Employer will pay the Contractor in consideration of the execution and completion of the Works (hereinafter and in the Conditions of Contract and Contract Forms called “the Contract Price”) and the requirement for the Contractor to remedy any defects therein as prescribed by the Contract.  Within seven days from the issue of Letter of Acceptance, the Employer shall publish on the Public Procurement Portal (publicprocurement.govmu.org) and the Employer’s website, the results of the Bidding Process identifying the bid and lot numbers and the following information: 

 (i) 
name of the successful Bidder, and the Price it offered, as well as the duration and summary scope of the contract awarded; and


(ii) an executive summary of the Bid Evaluation Report.
38.2 Until a formal contract is prepared and executed, the notification of award shall constitute a binding Contract. 

	39. Signing of Contract
	39.1 Promptly upon issue of Letter of Acceptance, the Employer shall send to the successful Bidder the Contract Agreement.

	
	39.2 Within twenty-one (21) days of receipt of the Contract Agreement, the successful Bidder shall sign, date, and return it to the Employer.

	40. Performance Security


	40.1 Within twenty-one (21) days of the receipt of the Letter of   Acceptance from the Employer, the successful Bidder shall furnish the Performance Security in accordance with the conditions of contract, using for that purpose the Performance Security Form included in Section VIII (Contract Forms). 
40.2 Failure of the successful Bidder to submit the above-mentioned Performance Security or to sign the Contract

Agreement within the prescribed delay shall constitute
sufficient grounds for the annulment of the award and

forfeiture of the bid security. 

	       Preference Security
	40.3 The successful bidder having benefitted from a Margin of Preference shall provide a Preference Security, as specified in the BDS. The amount for the Preference Security shall be the difference between the price quoted by the selected bidder and that of the lowest evaluated bid which would have been selected for award of contract, if the said Margin of Preference was not applicable

	41. Advance Payment and Security

The employer reserves the right to execute on the site, works not included under this contract and to employ for this purpose either his own employees or another contractor whose contract may be either a sub-contract under this contract, or an entirely separate contract.

5. Setting out 

The Contractor shall appoint and employ the necessary qualified and experienced staff to survey ans set-out the work accurately.  The Contractor shall establish and locate all lines and levels and be responsible for the correct location of all works.

6. Rates and Prices

The rates and prices inserted by the Contractor are to be the full and inclusive value of the work described.  They are to cover all costs, expenses, all liabilities and obligations set forth or implied in the specification and other documents on which the tender is based.  They must include all plant, tools, materials, transport of men and materials, insurance and labour of every description.  They must also take into account the condition referred to in the General Condition of Contract.

If any items are left unpriced it will be assumed that their value is included in other items and that they are not to be separately charged.

PART II

1.
EXCAVATE TO REDUCED LEVEL
Excavate site as shown on drawings to form trenches for foundations to width and depth indicated, the bottom of all trenches to be clean perfectly level.  Any holes and soft patches shall be filled in and well rammed.  Similarly, excavate for drainage trenches, and any other excavations necessary for the proper execution of the works.  Support sides of trenches and keep clear of water as may be necessary.
2.
DEPTH OF EXCAVATION
All depth of excavations must be approved by the Employer before any concrete is laid therein.

3.  ROCK
“Rock means any hard material, which in the opinion of the Employer can be removed only by use of compressors or by wedging and the Employer’s opinion shall be final.”

Decomposed rock, tuff or other material which can be removed by pick, excavator or other mechanical plant will not be classes as rock.  All material classified as rock may, if approved by the Employer, be used as hardcore filling.  All rock so used must be broken to the required size as hereafter described before being used.

4.  BLASTING
Should rock be met in the course of excavation, it must be removed with pneumatic breakers, hammer drill, wedges and levers.

5.  DISPOSAL OF EARTH
All surplus materials from excavations on the site not required for filling round outside of external walls shall be deposited in heaps and spread and levelled over the site or removed from the site as excavated and as directed by the Employer and to his satisfaction.
6.  HARDCORE

Hardcore filling under floors, around foundations and under pavings shall consist of broken blue basalt stone handpacked in layers and blinded, watered and consolidated by vibrating roller (2 ½  Ton)  or ton roller.  Minimum depth, after consolidation of each layer shall be as indicated on the drawings, but the Contractor shall allow for additional hardcore to make up the required levels due to site conditions.

Hardcore shall not exceed 200mm anyway and layers shall not exceed 200mm thickness.  A layer of 75mm consolidated thickness crusher-run material shall be laid and compacted as hardcore.  The top surface shall be levelled and blinded with 15mm layer of rocksand, well watered and rolled to receive ground floor slab, after a layer of 0.23mm thick Diothene sheeting.

7.  MATERIALS

Materials used in the works shall be new, of the quantities and kinds specified herein and equal to approve samples.  Delivery shall be made sufficiently in advance to enable further samples to be taken and tested if required.  No materials shall be used until approved and materials not approved shall be immediately removed from the works at the Contractor’s own cost.

7.1 Reinforcement
Steel reinforcement shall be plain round hot-rolled mild steel bars or hot rolled high-yield bars complying with MS 10.

Reinforcement shall be free from pitting, loose rust mill scale, paint, oil, grease, adhering earth or any other material that may impair the bond between the concrete and the reinforcement or that may cause corrosion of the reinforcement.
7.2 Cement
Cement shall be normal setting ordinary British Portland or other approved cement complying with British Standard No. 12 or BS 146.  Consignments shall be used in the order in which they are delivered.  Cement shall be stored in a water-tight shed, the floor of which shall be raised clear of the ground.  Rapid hardening cement shall not be used unless authorised in writing by the Employer’s Representative.  Cement of different types or from different sources shall not be mixed up one with another.  The Contractor shall provide the Employer with a copy of manufacturer’s certificate for each consignment.  Cement which in the opinion of the Employer’s Representative has deteriorated or has adversely been effected by any cause whatsoever, shall be rejected and the Contractor shall immediately remove such cement from the site.
7.3 Water

Water used for mixing concrete or mortar, cleaning out shuttering, curing concrete or similar purposes shall be clean and fresh, free from acid, oil, pollution from industrial or farmyard waste, or other organic matter in solution or suspension in such amounts as to impair the strength or durability of the concrete or mortar.  Water shall be obtained from the public supply and no water taken from a spring wall, river, lake or similar source, or from the excavations, shall be used for any purpose on the works unless, approved by the Employer’s Representative.

7.4  Fine Aggregates

Fine Aggregate for plain or reinforced concrete shall be composed of equal parts of crushed rock sand and coral sand samples of which must be submitted to the Employer’s Representative for approval prior to carting on to site.  The sand must be clean, strong, durable and free from salt, deleterious matter or other impurities.

All fine aggregates shall comply with the requirements of B.S. 882.  The aggregate shall be tested as set out in B.S. 882 or as the Employer’s Representative may direct, at the cost of the Contractor.

The grading of natural sand shall be such that not more than 5 % shall exceed 5 mm in size and not more than 10% shall pass a No. 100 BS sieve.  The intermediate grading shall be such that not less than 45 % and not more than 85% shall pass a No. 14 BS sieve, and not less that 25% and not more than 60% shall pass a No. 25 sieve.
7.5  Coarse Aggregate

Coarse aggregate shall be crushed rock or stone obtained from an approved source.  The aggregate shall be roughly cubical in shape, clean, strong, non-porous, free from dust, laminated or flaky pieces, and any impurities or materials which may adversely affect the strength and durability of the concrete.  The aggregates shall be tested as per BS 812,882,1201 and 1377 or as directed by the Employer, at the expense of the Contractor.

7.6  Cement Mortar

Mortar, except for block work, shall consist of cement and fine aggregate mixed in the proportions of one part of cement to four parts of fine aggregates with the addition of clean fresh water of such a quantity so as to form a final mixture of plastic consistency.  

The Mortar shall be mixed in such small quantities as may from time to time be required and any mortar which has begun to set or has been mixed for period longer than one half hour shall not be used in the works.

7.7  Cement Grout

Grout shall consist of cement and clean fresh water mixed in the proportion of two parts by weight of cement to one part by weight of water.  Any grout which has been mixed for a period longer than one hour shall not be used in the works.

7.8  Admixtures

The use of admixtures for improved workability accelerating or retarding setting, or for any purpose, shall only be used with the Employer’s Representative written approval.  In such instances, the method of use shall be strictly in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions or recommendations.

PART III

CONCRETE

1.  CODE OF PRACTICE FOR CONCRETE WORK

All workmanship, materials, tests and performance in connection with the concrete work shall be in conformity with the British Standard Code of Practice BS 8110 Part 1 and 2 for the Design, Materials and Workmanship for the “The Structural Use of Concrete”

2.  FIXING REINFORCEMENT

Reinforcement shall be accurately bent to the shapes and dimensions shown on the drawing and in accordance with BS 4466.  Reinforcement must be cut and bent cold and no welded joints will be permitted unless so detailed.  Reinforcement shall be accurately placed in position as shown on the drawings and shall be secured against displacement by using No. 18 SWG annealed binding wire or suitable clips at intersections and laps, and shall be supported by concrete or metal supports, steel chairs, spacers or metal hangers to ensure the correct position and cover before concreting and shall be kept in the same position during concreting.  However, such supports, chairs etc. Shall have minimum 12 mm cover made of concrete blocks.

3.  POSITION AND CORRECTNESS OF REINFORCEMENT
No concreting shall be commenced until the Employer has inspected the reinforcement in position and until he has approved the same.  The Contractor shall give two clear days notice of his intention to concrete.  The minimum period between two inspections shall be 24 hours.

Irrespective of whether any inspection and/or approval of the fixing of the reinforcement has to be carried out as above, it shall be Contractor’s sole responsibility to ensure that the reinforcement complies with the details on the drawings and is fixed exactly in positions shown therein and in the position to give the prescribed cover.

The Contractor will be held entirely responsible for any failing or defect in any portion of the reinforced concrete structure and including any consequent delay, claims, etc.  Where it is shown that the reinforcement, has been incorrectly positioned or it is incorrect in size or quantity with respect to the detailed drawings.

Unless otherwise permitted by the Employer, reinforcement shall not be bent after being embedded in hardened concrete.

4.  QUALITY CONTROL OF CONCRETE PRODUCTION

(i) Sampling

       For the class of concrete in production at each plant for use in the permanent works, samples of concrete shall be taken at the point of mixing or of deposition as instructed by the Employer, and in the presence of a representative of the Employer, all in accordance with the sampling procedures described in BS 1881 and with the further requirements set out below:

Six 150mm cubes shall be made from each sample on each day of concreting and shall be cured, and tested all in accordance with BX 1881, three at 7 days and three others at 28 days.

(ii)  Testing

 (a)  The consistency of all concrete shall be determined by means of the slump test in accordance with British Standard Specification No. 1881 Methods of Testing Concrete.  The Contractor shall provide the necessary number of slump cones.

Slump tests shall be made at frequent intervals when concreting is in progress and as ordered by the Employer.  I shall nonetheless be determined for each batch from which samples are taken for other tests.  The first consistency tests hall be made immediately concreting is commences on any section.  For the purposes of any test two slump tests shall be taken at a time and the average adopted.

The slump required shall be determined by the Employer and shall be varied to suit the purpose for which the concrete is required.  The slump of the concrete in any batch shall, however, not differ from the value established by trial mixes by more than 25mm jor one third of the value, whichever is the greater.  All concrete shall be mechanically vibrated after deposition within the shuttering.  No concrete shall be used with a slum exceeding 75mm without the approval of the Employer.

The cost of providing slump apparatus and labour and materials required for taking slump tests shall be included in the rates for concrete in the fixed lump sum tendered for.

5.  MIXING CONCRETE

Before any plant for batching, mixing , transporting, placing, compacting and finishing concrete is ordered or delivered to site, the Contractor shall submit to the Employer for approval full details of all the plant which he proposes to use and arrangements he proposes to make.

Mixes shall be of a capacity sufficient to take one whole bag of cement per batch.  Smaller size mixers shall not be used.  Weigh batching machines water measuring device shall be of an approved type and shall be proper maintained and checked weekly for its accuracy.  All materials of each batch shall continue for a period of not less than two minutes after the water has been added and until there is a uniform distribution of the materials and the mass is uniform in colour.

The entire contents of the mixed drum shall be discharged before recharging.  The volume of mixed materials shall not exceed the rated capacity of the mixer.  Whenever the mixer is started, 10% extra cement shall be added to the first batch and no extra payment will be made on this account.

6. CONVEYING

The concrete shall be mixed as neat to the place where it is required as is practicable to avoid rehandling and flowing, and only as much as is required for a specified section of the work shall be mixed at one time, such section being commenced and finished in one operation without delay.  All concrete must be efficiently handled and used in the works within twenty (20) minutes of mixing.  It shall be discharged from the mixer direct either into receptacles or barrows and shall be distributed by approved means which do not cause segregation or loss of ingredients or otherwise impair the quality of the concrete.  Approved mechanical means handling will be encouraged, but the use of chutes for placing concrete is permitted provided they are not longer than 6m and their slope do not exceed 1 vertical to 2 horizontal and is not less than 1 vertical and 3 horizontal.  Conveying of concreting by hand buckets or similar shall not be allowed.

7.  DEPOSITING

 Placing of concrete in supported elements e.g. slab, beam shall not be started until the concrete previously placed in top parts of  columns is no longer plastic and has been in place at least for two hours.

Concrete shall be placed from a height not exceeding 1.5m directly into its permanent position and shall not be worded along the shutters to that position.  Unless otherwise approved, concrete shall be placed in a single operation to the full thickness of slabs with beams and similar members. 

In addition Contractor will ensure that the concrete shall be deposited continuously such that no concrete shall be deposited on concrete which has hardened sufficiently to cause the formation of seams or places of weakness within the section.  Placing shall be carried out at such a rate that the rate concrete which is being integrated with fresh concrete is still plastic.  Concrete lifts shall not exceed1.5m.

Concrete shall be placed continuously until completion of the part of the work between construction joints as specified hereinafter or of a part of approved extent.  At the completion of and in the positions hereinafter specified shall be made.  A record of all such joints must be made by the Contractor and a copy supplied to the Employer.
8.  PRECAUTIONS OF MIXING AND PLACING

Any accumulation of set concrete on the reinforcement shall be removed by wire brushing before further concrete is placed.  The Contractor shall provide runaways for concreting to the satisfaction of the Employer.  Under no circumstances will the runaways be allowed to rest on the reinforcement.

Care shall be taken that the concrete is not disturbed or subjected to vibrations and shocks during the setting period.

Mixing machines, platforms and barrows shall be cleaned before commencing the mixing and be cleaned on every cessation of work.

Where concrete is laid on hardcore, concrete blocks or other absorbent materials, the base shall be suitably and sufficiently wetted before the concrete is deposited.

COMPACTION CONCRETE

9.  Compaction
At all times during which concrete is being placed, the Contractor shall provide adequate trained and experienced labour to ensure that the concrete is compacted in the forms to the satisfaction of the Employer.

Concrete shall be placed neither at a rate greater than will permit satisfactory compaction nor to a depth greater than 750mm before it is completed.

10.  VIBRATION OF CONCRETE

10.1 General
During and immediately after placing, the concrete shall be thoroughly compacted by means of continuous tamping, spading, slicing, rodding, forking and vibration.  Mechanical vibration is required for all concrete of grades with 28 days strength greater than 15N/mm2    . 

Care shall be taken to fill every part of the forms, to work the concrete under and around the reinforcement without displacing it and to avoid disturbing recently placed concrete which has begun to set.

Any water accumulation on the surface of newly placed concrete shall be removed and no further concrete shall be placed thereon until such water be removed.

10.2
Internal Vibrators
Internal vibrators shall have a frequency of not less than 7,000 cycles per minutes.  Such vibrators shall visibly affect the concrete within a radius of 225mm from the vibrator.

Vibrators shall not be used to move concrete from place to place in the formwork.

At least one internal vibrators shall be operated for every two cubic metres of concrete placed per hour and at least one spare vibrator shall be maintained on site in case of breakdown concreting operations.

11.  CURING AND PROTECTION

Care must be taken that no concrete is allowed to become prematurely dry and the fresh concrete must be carefully protected within two hours  of placing from rain, sun and wind by means of hessian sacking, polythene sheeting, or other approved means.  This protective layer and the concrete itself must be kept continuously wet for at least 7 days after the concrete has been placed.  The Contractor must allow for the complete covering of all fresh concrete for a period of 7 days.   Hessian or polythene sheeting shall be secured against wind.  The Contractor will not be permitted to use old cement bags, hessian or other material in small pieces.  When temperature exceeds 30°C the new concrete shall be covered with a layer of drip dry hessian.

Traffic or loading shall not be allowed on the concrete except with the written permission of the Employer.

Contractor should allow in his fixed lump sum the adequate supply and storage of water, if not available from the water main, for curing of the concrete as specified above.

12.  FAULTY CONCRETE

Any concrete which fails to comply with these preambles, or which shows signs of setting before it is placed shall be taken out and removed from the site.  Where concrete is found to be defective by the Employer after it has set, the concrete shall be cut out and replaced in accordance with the Engineer’s instructions.  On no account shall any faulty, honeycombed or otherwise defective concrete be repaired or patched until the Employer has made an inspection and issued instructions for the repair.  The whole of the cost whatsoever, which may be occasioned by the need to remove faulty concrete shall be borne by the Contractor.

13.  TOLERANCES

On all setting our dimensions of 10.0m and over a maximum non-cumulative tolerance of plus or minus 10mm will be allowed, and for those under 10m the allowable maximum non-cumulative tolerance will be plus or minus mm.  On the cross sectional dimensions of structural members, unless otherwise required by the drawings, a maximum tolerance of plus or minus 5mm will be permitted.

The top and soffit surface of slabs shall be within 5mm for area less than 40m² and above of their normal levels shown on the drawings.  The top of upstand beam and soffit of downstand beams shall be truly level and line and non-cumulative tolerance of 5mm for length up to 10.0m and not more than 10mm for the full length of the beam exceeding 10.0m length.  Walls and columns shall be truly plumb and non cumulative tolerance of 10mm in each storey and not more than 20mm out of plumb in their full height will be permitted.  The Contractor shall  be responsible for the cost of all corrective measures required by the Employer to rectify work which is not constructed within the tolerance set out above.

14.  EXPANSION/CONTRACTION JOINT

Joint fillers shall be Styropor and sealcuts shall be Elastomeric of an approved type unless otherwise shown on the drawings.  Reinforcement or other embedded items bonded to the concrete shall not extend continuously through any expansion/contraction joint.

External peripherical strip of the joint filers shall be sawn and fixed so that it can removed easily to form the depth and width of the sealants.  Unless otherwise shown on the drawings the depth of the sealants shall be not than the width of the expansion joint.

The gap for sealants shall be cleared of any mortar and foreign material.  The   edges of concrete on the sides of the expansion joint shall be protected from breaking.  Broken edges shall be repaired with “Epoxy Mortar” of approved quality such that the width and the line of the expansion joint is perfectly maintained.

The Elastomeric sealant shall be applied after the application of separating membrane and the primer all as per manufacturer’s specifications.

15. FORM WORK

15.1  Material and Design

Formwork shall be constructed of timber or steel or precast concrete or other approved material with sufficient strength to withstand pressure resulting from placing and vibration of the concrete and with rigidity to achieve the specified tolerances.

The design and engineering of the formwork as well as its construction shall be the responsibility of the Contractor.

15.2  Construction

All formwork shall have joints close enough to prevent leakage of liquid from the concrete and formwork shall be jacked or wedged and clamped or bolted to permit adjustments before concreting and to permit casing and removal of formwork without jarring the concrete.  Formwork shall be securely braced and strutted against lateral deflections and vertical movements.  Where formwork is supported on previously constructed portions consultation with the Employer ensure that the supporting concrete structure is capable of carrying the and/or is sufficiently propped from lower floors or portions of the frame to permit the load to be temporarily carried during construction.

Formwork shall be cambered by the Contractor to the amount approved by the Employer to compensate for anticipated deflections prior to hardening of the concrete.

15.3  Preparation for Concreting

The Contractor’s attention is drawn to the various surface textures and applied finishes required and the faces of the formwork next to the concrete must be of such material and construction and be sufficient true to provide a concrete surface which will in each particular case permit the specified surface treatment or applied finish.

Methods of fixing and positioning of the formwork which results in holes through the concrete and /or left in metal ties or similar in concrete shall require Employer’s approval.

All surfaces which will be in contact with concrete shall be oiled or greased to prevent adhesion of mortar.  Oil or grease shall be of a non-staining mineral type as approved by the Employer applied as a thin film before the reinforcement is placed.  Surplus moisture shall be removed from the forms prior to placing of the concrete.

Temporary openings shall be provided at the base of columns wall and beam forms and at any other points where necessary to facilitate cleaning and inspection immediately before the pouring of concrete.  Before the concrete is placed the shuttering shall be trued-up, and the interior of the form shall be completely cleared of all extraneous materials including accumulated water.  The reinforcement shall then be inspected for accuracy of fixing well wetted and inspection openings shall be closed.

15.4  Defective Formwork

Defective formwork shall be removed or strengthened and improved by the Contractor according to the instructions by the Employer.

16.  STRIPPING FORMWORK

Formwork shall be removed without undue vibration or shock and without damage to the concrete.  The formwork shall be removed without the prior consent of the Employer and the minimum period that shall elapse between the placing of the concrete and the striking of the formwork will be as follows:

Beam sides, walls and columns (unloaded)




 1 day

Slab soffits (with props designed to left under)



 7 days

Beam soffits (with props designed to left under)



10 days

Subject to works cubes achieving the specified strengths and the loads due to constructions on them being lighter than the designed loads, the props can be removed for:

Slab soffits


10 days

Beam soffits


21 days

If the Contractor wishes to take advantage of the shorter stripping times as permitted above for beam and slabs soffits when props are left in place, he must so design his formwork that sufficient props as agreed with the Employer can remain in their original position without being moved in any way until expiry of the minimum time for removal of props.  Stripping and re-propping will not be permitted.  Contractor shall be responsible for consequent damage arising from early stripping of formwork.

18.   MAKING GOOD

After removal of formwork, all projections, fins, etc on the concrete surface shall be chipped off, and made good to the requirements of the Employer. Any voids or honeycombing shall be treated as described in “Faulty Concrete”
